When young people learn about the history and achievements of
their ancestors, they are more likely to recognize the importance of being actively involved in shaping the future of
their community. By studying the region, students can also learn valuable lessons about environmental conservation,
social justice and community development. By studying the unique features of their region, children develop a sense
of pride in their cultural heritage, and motivation to contribute as much as possible to its preservation and develop-
ment. As a result, in the modern educational environment, one of the most important goals is the formation of the
civic position of schoolchildren. The authors of the article offer a fragment from the author's program developed for
students of the 8th grade of a comprehensive school. The program offers a set of tasks based on local history material
about famous personalities of the Samara province who were born or lived in the region in the late 20th and early
21st centuries; as well as iconic geographical locations of the Samara Region. The article presents material for les-
sons in the framework of extracurricular activities or for independent work of students of general educational organi-
zations.

— Knyaz Grigory Osipovich Zasekin (1550-1592) is
a famous Samara statesman. The official date of the
founding of the Russian city of Samara is 1586, when,
by order of Tsar Fyodor loannovich, Knyaz Grigory
Osipovich Zasekin (build) the Samara fortress. On Sep-
tember 12, 2014, an equestrian monument to Knyaz Gri-
gory Zasekin (erect) in the city of Samara on the Descent
of the Volga embankment [16].

— Petr VIadimirovich Alabin was a Russian statesman
who lived from 1788 to 1855. He is best known for his
significant contributions to the development of the city
of Samara. Alabin (play) an important role in the mod-
ernization and industrialization of Samara during the
19th century. Alabin (start) the construction of the first
factories, which laid the foundation for Samara's indus-
trial growth. One of Alabin's most notable achievements
was the construction of the St. Petersburg-Samara Rail-
way, which connected the city with the rest of Russia.

— Tikhon Ivanovich Eroshevsky (1864 to 1917) was a
notable Russian public figure, Doctor of Medical Sci-
ences, who played a significant role in the improvement
of Samara. Eroshevsky (believe) in the importance of
education for societal progress and (work) to improve
educational opportunities for Samara's residents. Fur-
thermore, Eroshevsky played an important role in the
development of healthcare facilities in Samara.

A memorial plaque
was installed on house number 155 on Kuibyshev Street
in Samara, where Tikhon Eroshevsky lived [18].

— Dmitry llyich Kozlov (1919-2009) — Soviet and
Russian designer of rocket and space technology. He (to
be) the author of more than 150 scientific papers and in-
ventions devoted to theoretical and experimental re-
search on the construction and design of complex space
complexes and their systems. Dmitry Ilyich (head) the
Department of Aircraft of one of the country's leading
universities — Samara State Aerospace University. On
June 3, 2009, the Samara Cosmic Municipal Museum
and the Labor Glory Square (name after) Kozlov [19].

Volga, a river in the European part of Russia, the
largest in Europe. The length is 3,530 km (before the
construction of reservoirs 3,690 km), the basin area is
1,360 thousand km? (occupies 65% of the territory of the
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European part and 8% of the entire territory of Russia).
The Volga basin belongs to the drainless basin of the
Caspian Sea and is entirely located within the Eastern
European Plain. It stretches from the Valdai and Central
Russian highlands in the west to the Urals in the east for
almost 2,3 thousand km. The Volga basin borders the
basins of the rivers Onega, Severnaya Dvina, Pechora (in
the north), Ob, Ural (in the east and southeast), Don (in
the southwest, west and south), Volkhov, Zapadnaya
Dvina and Dnepr (in the west).

The Volga originates on the Valdai upland. In the
past, its source was considered to be different rivers:
Runa, Kud, Zhukopa, flowing into the Volga in the up-
per reaches. At the end of the 19th century, the expedi-
tion of D.N. Anuchin established that the Volga flows
from the key near the village of Volgoverkhovye (Tver
Region) at an altitude of 228 m (a wooden log house sur-
rounded by a terrace was built above the well with the
key). It is customary to divide the Volga into 3 parts: the
Upper Volga — from the source to the mouth of the Oka
River, the Middle Volga — from the mouth of the Oka to
the mouth of the Kama River and the Lower Volga —
from the mouth of the Kama to the Caspian Sea. After
the construction of the Kuibyshev reservoir, the border
between the Middle and Lower Volga shifted to the
Zhiguli hydroelectric dam. During the first kilometers of
its course, the river is a stream winding through a wood-
ed and swampy area. In the upper reaches, within the
Valdai upland, the Volga flows through the small lakes
Verhit, Rod, Vselug, Peno and Volga. At the source of
the Volga Lake in 1843 a dam was built (Verkhnevolzh-
sky bayshlot) to regulate the flow of water and maintain
navigable depths in the mezen. Tver ends the only condi-
tionally natural section of the Volga with a length of
about 400 km. The depth of the Upper Volga in the mid-
dle reaches an average of 1,5 m and varies from 10-20
cm at the source, where the great river can be forded, to
5 m in some areas. The width of the riverbed varies
greatly throughout the river, after about 300 km from the
source, the Volga becomes more full-flowing, reaching a
width of 200-300 m. In the middle course, the river has
long turned, in fact, into a chain of reservoirs, where the
distance between the banks can range from 2,5 to 10 km.
In the lower reaches, the width of the riverbed is reduced
again (150-200 m) before branching into delta arms, the
width of which varies greatly [20, c. 28].
